Exhibit featuring Hemingway’s early years in Michigan and his Nick Adams Stories

(LANSING)----The Michigan Humanities Council (MHC) announces the exhibit, Up North with the
Hemingways, is now on display at the Cadillac Wexford Public Library (411 S. Lake St., Cadillac) through
December 31. An additional copy of the exhibit will also be on display at the Traverse Area District Library (610
Woodmere Ave., Traverse City) from December 21 through January 7. The exhibit will visit 29 sites in the state
of Michigan through July 7, 2008 (see below or log onto the website, www.greatmichiganread.org). The exhibit is
part of The Great Michigan Read, launched in July by the Michigan Humanities Council to help address the
decline in reading literature.

The touring exhibit includes references to original artifacts about Ernest Hemingway’s life and his
writings that pertain to his time in Northern Michigan. There are four themes as a focus of each exhibit: Northern
Michigan in the early 1900s, the Hemingway family, Ernest Hemingway, and The Nick Adams Stories. The Great
Michigan Read touring exhibits were funded in part by the MHC and the Michigan Council for Arts and Cultural
Affairs, and were created by the Clarke Historical Library at Central Michigan University and the Michigan
Hemingway Society.
