 (LANSING)----The Michigan Humanities Council (MHC) announces that the exhibit, Up North with the 

Hemingways, is on public display at the Michigan Library and Historical Center, 702 West Kalamazoo St., Lansing,

Adams Stories. The Great Michigan Read touring exhibits were funded in part by the MHC and the Michigan 

Council for Arts and Cultural Affairs, and were created by the Clarke Historical Library at Central Michigan 

University and the Michigan Hemingway Society.

She will be available to the media at the Lake Erie Room in the Library of Michigan at 

4:30 p.m.; will sign copies of her book at 5:00 p.m.; and will make a presentation in the Forum Room from 5:30 – 

6:45 p.m.  Ms. Hemingway’s visit to Lansing is one of six cities she will visit in Michigan from April 23 – 29.  The 

event is free to the public.
