Formal adjudication of all presenters and performers listed in the directory was peer-
reviewed in January 2009. Each listing includes program descriptions, fees, and contact persons.
Program planners must contact the person identified by the performer or presenter to discuss all
listed information. A listing in Michigan’s Arts & Humanities Touring Directory is not an
endorsement by the Michigan Humanities Council or the Michigan Council for Arts and Cultural
Affairs, nor are the Councils responsible for program content and/or incorrect information.

Nonprofit organizations may request up to 40 percent of a performer, presenter, or
exhibitor’s fee and travel expense. A Touring Program grant request may not exceed $3,000 per
application, and an organization may not submit more than four grant applications or request

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more than $4,000 for programs between October 1, 2009, and September 30, 2010. Grants will
be awarded on a first-come, first-served basis. Applications will be accepted no earlier than
postmarked date of September 1, 2009.
