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PRIME TIME Family Reading Time®

NEW PROGRAM BUDGET 

For all new PRIME TIME® programs, the Michigan Humanities Council will provide $9,000 to the library to cover the majority of program expenses. Libraries must apply $2,000 of this grant toward the purchase of a complete set of PRIME TIME® books (syllabi of books are available on the Council’s website). The remaining book costs are borne by the library and all purchased books will remain with the library at the conclusion of the program.

Each library is also required to provide cash and/or in kind support for any program expenses not completely covered by Council funds. These expenses will vary by site and may include transportation to and from the program for participating families, snacks or simple meals at each meeting, door prizes, and childcare supervision and activities for children who are too young (ages 5 and under) to participate in the PRIME TIME® curriculum. Friends of the Library groups, local service clubs, banks, restaurants, community foundations, and other local businesses are excellent sources of support for additional funding and volunteers.

Book funds ($2,000) and training expenses ($4,500) will be provided upon approval of a final application. Stipends ($1,500) and funds for miscellaneous expenses ($1,000) will be provided to the library upon completion of the six-week PRIME TIME® series and submission of required reports.
